 These expectations are the minimum requirements your child must meet in order to ensure continued and expected progress throughout the following year. 

All the objectives will be worked on throughout the year and will be the focus of direct teaching. 

Working Towards the age related expectations:
This means a child needs to continue to practise these skills.

Working At the age related expectations:
This means a child can use these skills on their own.

Working at Depth at the age related expectations:
This means a child can independently use these skills and apply them to a range of learning experiences.


Any extra support you can provide in helping your children to achieve these is greatly valued and will help your child reach their full potential. 
Reading
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Make use of our online resources to support your child’s learning.
Allow your child to read at their own pace and encourage them to re-read their favourite stories. This will help to begin recognising familiar letters, words and develop fluency.
Read books with your child and talk about the story, the poems or the information in them. What parts of the book have they enjoyed the most and why?
WHAT I CAN DO TO HELP MY CHILD:
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               Make use of our online resources to support your child’s learning.
Family writing projects: holiday letter writing, Scrapbooks and photo albums. Keep souvenirs of your family activities in an album. Ask your children to help you write in dates and captions. Leave notes or reminders for each other.

 Help your child to use their reading to support them as writers, for example, ask them to look at how a writer they like uses varied sentences or organises paragraphs.
