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Encourage your child to read every day and support their understanding through asking questions. Encourage your child to read a range of genres through the Scholastic scheme.

Supporting your child for writing can help them voice ideas and express themselves. Talk to them about the types of writing they are doing in school.

Help your child to recite their times tables and recall them at speed. Use the Times Tables Rock Stars. programme at home.
Talk about maths whilst cooking, looking at travel timetables and planning journeys, looking at TV schedules, adding up shopping bills.

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SUPPORT AT HOME

There are many ways parents and carers can help children at home. It would be helpful if you could :- 

· Ensure your child has a calm quiet working space. 
· Talk with your child about what they are learning and the homework they have been set.
